Our
intermediate and advanced courses combine general French language classes and
themed workshops. Each course leads to a University Diploma awarded in recognition
of the level of study achieved.

DIPLOMAS AND EXAMINATIONS

TEACHER TRAINING UNIVERSITY DIPLOMAS IN FRENCH STUDIES (DUEF)

You can sit an examination in pursuit of a University Diploma in French Studies for
your particular level on completion of any of our semester-long and year-long courses.
Each level is assessed by tests throughout the session (continuous assessment).
Your attendance at classes and performance in final examinations are also taken into
account. It is recognised by all University French Studies Centres that are members
of Campus FLE - the network of French universities which run courses in French as a
foreign language for overseas students and teachers.

The CUEF offers teacher training modules for teaching French as a foreign language.
These include theory and sharing experience based on classroom observations.
This course is aimed at teachers wishing to diversify their teaching aids and their
classroom methods. It will be underpinned by one key strategy: sharing resources
via an approach which incorporates the speed and richness of digital technologies,
together with the ways in which they can be used and produced in class. Imagery and
its relationship with words will be tackled via an educational discussion — linguistic

and cultural - initiated by cross-referencing different kinds of media: cinema,
